WHEREAS, The United Nations has designated April 23-29, 2007 to be the first Global Road Safety Week; and 

WHEREAS, Each year, road traffic injuries kill more than a million people around the world; and
WHEREAS, The focus of Global Road Safety Week will be on young road users; and

WHEREAS, In the United States, motor vehicle traffic crashes are the leading cause of death for people in the age group 4 through 34; and

WHEREAS, During 2005, 7,460 young drivers ages 15 to 20 were involved in fatal crashes across the country in which 3,467 young drivers and 2,171 passengers in the vehicles with the young drivers were killed; and

WHEREAS, Approximately 62 percent of the 15- to 20-year-old passenger vehicle occupants who were killed were NOT wearing their seat belts at the time of the fatal crash; and
WHEREAS, Regular seat belt use is the single most effective way to protect people and reduce fatalities in motor vehicle crashes; and

WHEREAS, Seventy-seven percent of the passenger vehicle occupants in 2005 who were involved in a fatal crash and who were buckled up -- survived the crash; and
NOW, THEREFORE, I, [NAME, TITLE, JURISDICTION], do hereby proclaim and announce the week of April 23-29, 2007 as Global Road Safety Week, and urge all citizens of our community and surrounding areas, to help significantly reduce the number of deaths and serious injuries in motor vehicle crashes, by reminding all young drivers to buckle up and always wear their seat belts when driving or riding in a motor vehicle– every trip, every time.
